[image: image1.png]6.24  Support and “seek work” orders entered for incarcerated noncustodial
parents shall include a provision that the noncustodial parent shall report to the
Probation Department of the court entering the order within five days of the
noncustodial parent's release from a correctional institution to execute an agreement
with the Probation Department to comply with all terms imposed by the Probation
Department which are necessary to carry out the court's order and to report weekly and
to provide the Probation Department with evidence of having sought employment as
outlined in the order of the court.

6.25 The Probate and Family Court will maintain such records and complete
such forms as are essential to the effective operation of the Massachusetts V-D
Program and, as may be needed, to maintain eligibility for federal reimbursement for
operational costs and federal incentive payments consistent with the privacy laws of the
Commonweaith provided, however, that the parties agree that the maintenance of new
or special records and the completion of new or special records shall be minimized.

6.26  The Probate and Family Court shall inform court personnel affected by
thg terms of this Agreement of their respective duties and responsibilities described in
this Agreement and shall ensure that they comply with the terms of this Agreement.

6.27 The Probate and Family Court shall ensure that requests for
consolidation of cases made by DOR pursuant to Rule 42 of the Rules of Domestic
Relations Procedure shall be determined, as appropriate, within fourteen (14) days after
the motion is allowed. i

6.28 The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court shall
Cooperate with DOR and the Administrative Office of the Trial Court to develop
procedures for streamlining the interdepartmental assignment of IV-D child support
cases where the transfer provisions are not authorized pursuant to G.L. chapters 209,
section 32F(h) and 209C, section 3, and 209D, section 2-207(g).

6.29 The Chief Justice of the Probate and Family Court shall remind the
judges of the court that federal law and regulations require specific, written findings be
made in any case in which the Child Support Guidelines are found to be unjust or
inappropriate or an income assignment is not issued.

_ 6.30 The Chief Justice of the Probate and Family Court shall remind the
judges of the court that each child support order must include a provision requiring the
obligor to obtain health care coverage for his child(ren) if such coverage is available

through the obligors employment or is otherwise available to the obligor at. a
reasonable cost.

6.31  The Probate and Family Court shall continue to make available to DOR
personnel those designated areas within the courts which are subject to the control of
the Probate and Family Courts and which are currently utilized by DOR. If those
designated areas become unavailable, or if the new or renovated divisions lack space
adequate to meet DOR's needs, the Probate and Family Court shall advocate on behalf
of DOR with the Division of Capital Asset management and Maintenance (DCAMM) and
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
