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2.1 "Child Support" means the amount of support determined under a court
order or to the extent permitted under state law, an order of an administrative process

established under state law for support and maintenance of a child or of a child and the
parent with whom the child is living. :

2.2 The “Child Support Case Information Form and Child §upport
Enforcement and Services Application Form” means an application for IV-D services.

23 ‘COMETS” is the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Enforcement

24 "Court" means a division of the District, Boston Municipal, Probate and
Family, or Juvenile Department with jurisdiction over child support cases.

2.5 "Custodial Parent" means any individual with a legal or blood relationship
to a child or children of whom he or she has physical custody, not in violation of law.
For purposes of IV-A and Title XIX cases, a custodial parent includes a grantee relative
receiving public assistance on behalf of a child or children. '

2.6 "Federal Financial Participation" means necessary IV-D administrative
expenditures eligible for federal reimbursement pursuant to 45 CFR §§ 304.20 and
304.21. In accordance with 304.21(c), DOR has discretion with respect to the method
of calculating eligible expenditures under this Agreement. ' : :

2.7 “Good Cause” is a term used to describe a claim that a custodial pargnt
applying for or receiving public assistance may file as an exemption for not cooperating
with the Child Support Enforcement Division of the Massachusetts Department of

Revenue (DOR) in its efforts to establish paternity and establish, modify and enforce
child support orders.

2.8 “IV-A case” means those public assistance cases administered by a state
agency designated pursuant to Title IV, Part A of the Social Security Act and subject to
the rules and regulations of the Secretary of Health and Human Services. In
Massachusetts the IV-A agency is the Department of Transitional Assistance.

2.9 "IV-D agency" means the Department of Revenue/Child Support
Enforcement Division (DOR), which by virtue of G.L. c. 119A, § 1 is the single state
agency designated pursuant to Title IV, Part D of the Social Security Act to provide child
support enforcement services in the Commonwealth.

2.10 "IV-D case" means all cases identified under sections 2.1 1, 2.12, and
13 this Attachment.
