[image: image1.png]3.6  The Court acknowledges that through its receipt of wage reporting data it
will acquire or have access to ‘personal data” and become a “holder” of personal data
as defined by G.L. c. 66A. As such, the Court is subject to and must comply with all
applicable federal and state statutes and regulations relating to confidentiality and
privacy, including but not limited to, G.L. c. 62C, §21, ¢. 62E, G.L. c. 66A, G.L. c. 119A,
§ 5A, 801 CMR 3.00 et seq. 26 USC §§ 6103, 7213, 7213A, 7431 and 42 USC § 654
(26). The Court shall immediately notify the Deputy Commissioner of DOR’s
Inspectional Services Division both orally and in writing if any personal data in the
Court’s possession is improperly used or accessed. DOR shall immediately notify the
Court both orally and in writing if any personal data in the DOR’s possession is
improperly used or accessed. DOR and the Court shall cooperate with each other to
enjoin or prevent misuse of, regain possession of, and otherwise protect the
Commonwealth's rights in such personal data and ensure privacy thereof. DOR and the

Court agree to take all reasonable steps to ensure the security of such data under its
control.

3.7  DOR shall be entitled to periodically review the Court's use of information
from the wage reporting system and tax information. The objective of such reviews will
be to reasonably determine and verify, as required by G.L. ¢. 62C, § 21 and c. 62E, § 8,
that the confidentiality of the wage reporting data and tax information is maintained and
used by the Court only for authorized purposes, and that only data of individuals
positively identified and for whom the Court has written authorization to receive said
information is subject to inquiry by the Court. As part of such review, representatives
from DOR's Inspectional Services Division shall have the right to visit Court offices for

the purpose of verifying and ensuring the security and confidentiality of the wage
.reporting data. :

3.8  The Court recognizes DOR’s ownership of the child support information.
The Court agrees that it will not publish or otherwise release individual listings -from the
DOR data (including statistical tabulations or research results that reveal information

that can be associated with an identifiable individual) without prior written authorization
from DOR. ' '

3.9  DOR recognizes the Court's ownership of the Court's information. DOR
agrees that it will not publish or otherwise release individual listings from the Court data
(including statistical tabulations or research results which reveal information that can be

associated with an identifiable individual) without prior written authorization from the
Court.

Section 3A. CONTRACT COMPLIANCE AND MONITORING

3A.1 Substantial compliance will ‘be found if the courts fulfill their obligations
under this Agreement: "

(i)  to process IV-D cases in accordance with the timeframes
specified in Section 3A.3;
