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5.5 DOR agrees not to initiate paternity or child support matters in the
Juvenile Court Department. When paternity or child support becomes an issue in child
protection proceedings pending in the Juvenile Court Department, DOR will enforce the
rights of the Department of Transitional Assistance or the Department of Social

Services, as appropriate, upon receiving proper notice of the pendency of the
proceedings.

5.6 DOR agrees to provide appropriate services as determined by law,
federal regulations, and the terms of this Agreement for all IV-D cases entered in the
Courts, including the coordination and scheduling of blood grouping or genetic marker
testing services for all IV-D cases or upon application to DOR for services.

5.7 Upon receipt of a IV-D child support payment or transmittal, DOR agrees
to promptly post the payment, in accordance with section 7.21, reconcile information
contained on the noncustodial parent identification form with the billing information on
COMETS, and ensure that the IV-D noncustodial parent is included in the COMETS
billing process. Within five (5) working days of receipt by DOR from any court of a child
support payment, which should have been paid to DOR, DOR agrees to promptiy re-
notify any payor or foreign jurisdiction of the DOR mailing address for payments.

5.8 In cases requiring judicial enforcement or modification in which a
noncustodial parent owes child support to more than one family but is subject to the
jurisdiction of more than one division of the Probate and Family Court Department,
DOR will seek a consolidation of the cases involving the noncustodial parent by filing a
motion pursuant to Rule 42 of the Rules of Domestic Relations Procedure.

DOR agrees to follow the procedures pursuant to the Trial Court Rule Xil issued
by the Administrative Office of the Trial Court regarding the request for judicial

assignments to address related actions entered in different departments of the Trial
Court. -

5.9  DOR agrees to work with the Administrative Office of the Trial Court and
the Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court to develop procedures for
streamlining the interdepartmental assignment of IV-D child support cases where the
transfer provisions are not authorized pursuant to G.L. chapters 209, section 32F (h)
and 209C, section 3, and 209D, section 2-207(g). :

5.10 In accordance with federal requirements, DOR agrees to provide each
division of the Probate and Family Court Department, the District Court Department, the
Juvenile Court Department with a sufficient supply of the Child Support Case
Information Form and Child Support Enforcement Services Application Form to be
used by custodial and noncustodial parents in applying for DOR IV-D services.

511  DOR designates Paul Naves who will handle the financial aspects of

this Agreement, and Marilyn Ray Smith, who will handle the programmatic aspects of
this Agreement, as its contract officers. The DOR contract officers shall be authorized
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
