Support Case Information Form and Child Support Enforcement Services Application
Form to determine which services may be appropriate in the case.

6.2 Based on reports provided by DOR to the Probate and Family Court, the
Probate and Family Court will determine the number of domestic relations summonses
required by DOR, order such summonses, bearing the Register's seal, as requested by
DOR and provide blank summonses to DOR in bulk by placing them in the designated
DOR 'box in each court. The Probate and Family Court shall provide DOR with blank
contempt summonses and permit DOR to set the return date for hearing on the
contempt during a block time session.

6.3  The Probate and Family Court will not impose any weekly filing quotas or
otherwise restrict the volume of cases to be filed by DOR staff DOR agrees that the
Probate and Family Court will accept, docket, and issue docket numbers within five (5)
working days for up to 125 complaints presented for filing by DOR in one day. For
purposes of monitoring and compliance, complaints presented for filing periodically in
bulk quantities shall not be deemed filed on the day received, but instead shall be
prorated over the week. If more than 1 25 complaints are filed in bulk by DOR in one
day, the Probate and Family Court will have an additional working day to docket each
-set of 25 complaints filed. -

The Probate and Family Court Department will accept and docket for transfer
by any party or the IV-D agency any action pursuant to chapters 209 and 209C of the
General Laws that is pending or was previously adjudicated in the District Court or the
Boston Municipal Court Departments. All 209C cases to be transferred to the Probate
and Family Court Department from the District court must be accompanied by a duly
executed Certificate of Adjudication as proposed by the Chief Justice of the Probate
and Family Court Department. See Attachment J. A justice, clerk magistrate or any

authorized personnel of the District Court Department must sign the Certificate of
Adjudication. ' :

6.4 -6.11 -- Block Time

6.4 The Probate and Family Court Department will schedule cases in
accordance with, and so as to promote, judicial compliance with federally established
time-frames for case disposition as well as Massachusetts Welfare Reform initiatives as
enacted by Chapter 5, “An Act Reforming the Welfare System and Making
Supplemental Appropriation for Fiscal Year Nineteen Hundred and Ninety-Five” so that
the Commonwealth may maintain its exemption from the requirement of an expedited
process for establishing and enforcing support. The Probate and Family Court will
schedule and dispose of such cases, given proper service to the obligor, so that 90% of
such cases (excluding those involving questions of paternity) are disposed of within 3
months of the filing date and 98% of such cases within 6 months of the filing date and
100% of such cases within one year of the filing date in order to meet the requirements
of 45 CFR § 302.70 and OCSE-AT-88-19 (12/22/88). The Probate and Family Court
Department will dispose of all such cases requiring paternity establishment within one
year of the date on which service of process is made in order to meet the requirements -
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
