[image: image1.png]the Administrative Office of the Trial Cdurt terminates the Agreement, the Administrative
Office of the Trial Court shall reconcile final expenditures with funds transferred to the

Trial Court during the term of this Agreement and reimburse to DOR any unexpended
funds.

3A.10  Payment by DOR of personnel costs and administrative costs, as
presented in Attachment B, shall be dependent upon the substantial compliance of the
Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the Probate and Family Court with the
provisions of this Agreement, including the timely completion of all necessary reports
required under this Agreement. :

3A.11  Payments shall be made in accordance with section 3B.9 unless the
Office of the State Comptrolier determines after mediation that the Administrative Office

~of the Trial Court is in substantial non-compliance and has neither remedied a IV-D

case processing deficiency nor has agreed to a reasonable remedial action plan as
described in sections 3A.4, 3A.5, and 3A.6 or, if the monthly reporting requirements
dictate an adjustment as described in section 3B.6 of this agreement. In the event that
it is determined that the Administrative Office of the Trial Court is in substantial non-

. compliance and has not agreed to a reasonable remedial plan, DOR shall withhold an

amount that bears a reasonable relationship to the nature of the deficiency.

3A.12  The parties or their designees shall meet as necessary to discuss
compliance issues, case processing by DOR and the various divisions of the courts
throughout the Commonwealth, and to discuss a plan for implementation of the major
Welfare Reform initiatives including but not limited to the creation of a Central Registry

for the recording, collection and enforcement of all child support orders by the IV-D
agency. _

Section 3B. REPORTING AND FEDERAL
FINANCIAL PARTICIPATION

3B.1 DOR agrees to consult with the Administrative Office of the Trial Court
and the various Departments of the Trial Court concerning the content of forms
necessary for Federal Financial Participation (FFP). DOR agrees to provide the
Administrative Office of the Trial Court and its respective Departments the forms and

instructions Necessary to complete federal IV-D reimbursement requirements. See
Attachment F.

3B.2  The parties to this Agreement understand that reimbursement in the form
of federal financial participation payments under the provisions of 42 USC 655 is paid to
the Treasurer of the Commonwealth and is deposited in the General Fund.

The Administrative Office of the Trial Court shall provide DOR with the federal
financial participation reports and other financial reports as required in sections 3A, 3B,
and other sections of this Agreement. In addition, within thirty (30) days of the effective

date of this Agreement, the Probate and Family Court shall provide DOR with the total

number of authorized positions and vacant positions within the Department.
