[image: image1.png]3B.3  The Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the Probate and Family
Court understand that the providing of programmatic and fiscal status reports is a
condition precedent to federal financial participation in the Massachusetts child support
enforcement program. The Administrative Office of the Trial Court and the
Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court shall submit such reports to DOR
in accordance with the ISA policy of the Office of the Comptroller.

3B.3A  The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court shall ensure
that each division of the Probate and Family Court completes a quarterly programmatic
report based upon the format presented in Attachment G. The Administrative Office of
the Probate and Family Court shall submit the reports to DOR.

3B.4 Federal financial participation (reimbursement) is available for IV-D
services provided under federal law pursuant to this Agreement, subject to the receipt
by DOR of accurate monthly Time and Effort Study Reports (see Attachment F), as well
as any other information that may be required by the federal Office of Child Support
Enforcement in the future.

The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court shall provide DOR
with Time and Effort Study Reports within fourteen (14) calendar days after the close of
the quarter for ali positions eligible for Federal Financial Participation as outlined in
Time and Effort Instructions Attachment F. Requests for federal financial participation
(reimbursement) received after this period may be submitted by DOR in the next
available reporting period. The parties acknowledge that some requests for federal
financial participation'may be submitted during such later reporting periods, and such
submission shall not be deemed non-compliance by the Trial Court. At no point,
however, shall such late requests represent more than fifteen (15) percent of the total
claim for the quarter and, in any event, the Administrative Office of the Probate and
Family Court must submit all such reports to DOR within sixty (60) days of the reporting
month.

3B.5 As required in section 3B.4, the itemized Time and Effort Study Reports
shall be completed each month by Court personnel of the Register and Probation office
who provide child support work and are not funded via DOR’s ISA with the court (See
Time and Effort Instructions Attachment F) for whom Federal Financial Participation is
claimed. In the event that reporting periods of a greater duration or frequency is
‘required of DOR as a condition of federal reimbursement, the Administrative Office of .
the Trial Court and its several Departments and Divisions shall comply with such
additional reporting requirements, upon notice by DOR. Court personnel shall certify
the Time and Effort Study reports as accurate. The Administrative Office of the Probate
and Family Court and the Department of Revenue agree to work cooperatively to
improve the documents used to report time and effort expended by those employees of
the court not funded under this agreement. I

3B.5A.  The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court shall ensure
that each division of the Probate and Family Court certifies that positions funded under
this Agreement are dedicated one hundred percent to IV-D child support enforcement
activities. The Administrative Office of the Probate and Family Court and the
Department of Revenue agree to work cooperatively in developing a reporting strategy
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
