3B.9 Payments for services rendered under the terms of this agreerment will
be made via the Allocation Account (AC) transaction. Payment for the first four months;
at a minimum, will be transferred to the Courts’ Account 0330-0330 at the beginning of
the first quarter. Subsequent payments will be transferred upon receipt of a Financial
Summary for the previous quarter. :

Section 4. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ADl‘MINISTRATIVE.
. OFFICE OF THE TRIAL COURT

4.1 The Administrative - Office of the Trial Court agrees to coordinate
procedures with the Probate and Family Court Department in order to comply with the
requirements for continuance of the exemption granted to the Commonwealth by the
Department of Health and Human Services relating to the requirement of an expedited
process for establishing and -enforcing child support, as defined under Section 3 of
Public Law 98-378 (Section 466 of Title IV, Part D of the Social Security Act).

4.2  The Administrative Office of the Trial Court will monitor, as necessary,
the performance of the Probate and Family Court Department and agrees to notify the
Deputy Commissioner of the Child Support Enforcement Division of the Department of
Revenue (DOR) in writing by first class mail within fifteen (15) days of its knowledge of
any pattern or procedure that would jeopardize the waiver of expedited process, which
is granted pursuant .to 45 CFR § 302.70 and OCSE-AT-88-19 (1 2/22/88). The
Administrative Office of the Trial Court agrees to discuss with DOR and the Chief
Justice of the Probate and Family Court Department strategies for remedial action and,
further, to assist in the implementation of any agreed upon corrective action.

43 The Administrative Office of the Trial Court agrees to participate in DOR
special projects, provided that any and all activities and procedures associated with
each such specig| project are successfully negotiated on an individual’ basis by the
Administrative Office of the Trial Court and DOR contract officers as provided in
sections 4.12 and 5.12 of this Attachment. As appropriate, the Administrative Office of
the Trial Court agrees to consult with the Chief Justice of the Department that may be
affected by a special project.

44 The Administrative Office of the Trial Court agrees to review not less
than once every four years the presumptive child support guidelines promulgated and
effective October 1, 1989 under authority granted by Chapter 310 of the Acts of 1986,
which amended G.L. ¢. 2118 by adding Section 15. Said'review shall be made in

accordance with 45 CFR § 302.56, as amended by 56 FR 22354 (5/15/91).
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
