[image: image1.png]2.1 "IV-E case" means any child support case involving a minor child who is
receiving foster care services pursuant to Title IV, Part E of the Social Security Act.

2.12 "Medicaid-only case" means any child support case involving a custodial
parent and/or minor child or children who are receiving Medicaid pursuant to Title XIX of

the Social Security Act, but who are not receiving TAFDC u‘nder Title IV-A of the Social
Security Act. o

2.13 "Non-TAFDC case" means any child support case for which there has
been an application for services pursuant to Section 654(6) of Title 42 of the United
States Code and 45 CFR 302.33.

2.14 "Noncustodial parent" and “Obligor” means the parent who is under a
court order or a legal obligation to pay support, or from whom support is sought.

2.15 “Non-IV-D customer” is a custodial or noncustodial parent that has not
applied for child support services from the IV-D agency but receives limited income
withholding services from the IV-D agency.

2.16 “Non-IV-D wage withholding” is an income withholding order for a
specified amount of child support that is paid by withholding income from an employee’s
paycheck for forwarding to a non-1V-D customer.

2.17 “Opt-Out” means the ability of non-TAFDC custodial parents to request

that DOR close their child support case and no longer provide the full range of IV-D
services. '

2.18 “State Case Registry is the centralized Massachusetts automated child
support system maintained by the IV-D agency, and containing information about all
child support orders entered by Massachusetts courts.

: 2.19 "TAFDC case" means any child support case for which an assignment of
Support rights has been made pursuant to Section 602(a)(26) of Title 42 of the United
States Code and 45 CFR 232.11. For purposes of this Agreement, "TAFDC case" shall
include any case which seeks or contains a support order providing for payment or
partial payment to the Commonwealth of Massachusetts or any other jurisdiction or
agency when such payments are for reimbursement of TAFDC benefits received,
including both current and past-due support.

2.20 “Title XIX" is the provision of the Social Security Act, together with the
rules and regulations promulgated by the Secretary of Health and Human Services, that
provides for a program of federally subsidized medical assistance to minor children and
other individuals. Title XIX cases receive child support enforcement services to
establish paternity, child support and medical support orders to reimburse the public

entity providing assistance. In Massachusetts the Title XIX agency is the Division of
Medical Assistance.
