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1.1 The purpose of this Agreement is to establish procedures and define the
respective duties and responsibilities of the parties for implementing an efficient
program for securing financial support for minor children and ensuring compliance with
court orders for child support, including but not limited to establishing paternity and

establishing, modifying, and enforcing child support orders in in-state and out-of-state
IV-D cases.

12 This Agreement is made pursuant to the requirements of 42 USC §
654(7), 45 CFR §§ 302.12, 302.34, 303.107, 304.20 and 304.21 to ensure that child
support orders are established, modified, and enforced and heard by the court in a
timely and expeditious manner. The parties agree to comply with Title IV-D of the

Social Security Act, implementing regulations, and other applicable federal regulations
and requirements.

1.3 This Agreement shall apply to actions for the establishment of paternity
and the establishment, modification, and enforcement of child support orders under the
provisions of chapters 119, 119A, 208, 209, 209A, 209C, 209D, 215, and 273 of the
General Laws of Massachusetts. In addition, this Agreement shall apply to all IV-D
activities undertaken by the various Departments of the Trial Court, including those
activities that are eligible for federal financial participation according to 45 CFR 304.21.
All activity undertaken pursuant to this Agreement is eligible for federal financial
participation according to 45CFR 304.21.

1.4 -The parties agree that the Probate and Family Court and the District
Court have jurisdiction over cases involving the establishment of paternity and the
establishment, modification, and enforcement of child support obligations. Any funds
transferred to the Probate and Family Court by DOR pursuant to the terms of this
Agreement are intended to assist the Probate and Family Court in expeditiously
processing the child support enforcement caseload filed by DOR and to supplement the
Probate and Family Court's legislative appropriation, and are not intended to supplant
the appropriation. The parties understand and agree that, in consideration of the funds
transferred under this Agreement, DOR receives from the Probate and Family Court
Department special access and services of value which are identified in both . this
Attachment and Attachments B through L of this Agreement.

15 Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent or prohibit the divisions of the
departments of the Trial Court from enforcing their own orders or prevent either a
department of the Trial Court or the Department of Revenue from carrying out their
statutory or common law duties and responsibilities, as defined by the laws of the
Commonwealth and, where applicable, federal law or regulation.
