[image: image1.png]and empowered to represent and bind DOR with respect to all matters relating to
implementation of this Agreement. Such designations may be changed during the
period of this Agreement only by written notice. ,

5.12  DOR agrees to utilize block time for the marking aﬁd hearing of child

Support cases for.the entry of judgment rather than marking motions for temporary
orders.

5.13 DOR agrees to accept service on any complaint where DOR is a party,
including Complaints to Establish Paternity, Complaints to Establish Child Support,
Complaints for Modification, or Complaints for Judicial Review by having the moving
Party place notification in the DOR box designated for DOR’s exclusive use in each
division of the Probate and Family Court Department. Notification shall include a copy
of the summons, complaint and notice of any hearing scheduled. '

5.14  DOR agrees to continue utilizing block time to expedite the scheduling of
emergency hearings for temporary orders on Complaints for Modification. DOR will
make every effort to utilize the individual calendars in the appropriate divisions of the
Probate and Family Court Department for the scheduling of contested hearings on
Complaints for Modification at block time.

5.15 DOR agrees to provide each division of the Probate and Family Court
Department with a sufficient number of Pro Se Packets for Review and Adjustment
(Modification) of child support orders.

5.16  DOR and the Probate and Family Court Department égree to plan and
coordinate training with the DOR direct funded court personnel and all other court
personnel in the Probate and Family Court Department handling IV-D matters.

5.17 DOR will consult with the local division if an excess number of cases
(exceeding the numbers authorized in Attachment H) need to be scheduled for block
time and the time required to hear those cases. DOR shall also inform the Court when
there are insufficient numbers of cases to fill the allocated block time slots so that the
court may schedule other matters.

Section 6. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROBATE
AND FAMILY COURT DEPARTMENT

The duties enumerated below shall apply to any IV-D case, as defined under
sections 2.8, 2.11 2.12 and 2.13 of this Attachment, whether or not the child or

custodial parent receives or has received public assistance. They shall not apply to
non-IV-b cases. ’

6.1 The Probate and Family Court will make available in the Register's office
for distribution, to an applicant for IV-D services who makes a request in person, the
Child Support Case Information Form and Child Support Enforcement Services
Application Form for DOR IV-D services to members of the public who file complaints
for the establishment of paternity and the establishment, modification or enforcement of
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
